Website Feedback/Questionnaire.

At the AGM I issued a questionnaire regarding the NESQL website, and many of the attendees filled it in. Many thanks to those who did so. 

There were a number of interesting suggestions, so I’ll go through them one at a time.

Sample Quizzes:-

A number of people (including Craig Simpson, Barr Wilkinson, Dave Morrison, Paul Lumsden and Jeff Coxon) asked for sample quizzes to be added to the website for download. As long as the question setters are happy for their work to be available, I can make them available for download in the same way as the Newsletters are. I’ve already spoken to Jeff about this as he is part of the Question setting team for 09-10. If the questions are sent to me after the quiz (in Word document format preferably) I’ll put them on for download. I’ll check with the other Question setters for their agreement.

NESQL Message Board Forum:-

A couple of suggestions here - remove it as it‘s not used (Craig Simpson), and more rolling questions (Brian Neil).

Frankly, although it hasn’t been used for several months  (we are still awaiting an answer to a question set by Lennie Lauchlan!) I’m reluctant to give up the ghost on it at present. I think it could be a useful tool, particularly for giving out news etc, but I am disappointed that it hasn’t got off the ground at all really.

I’ll start of a series of Rolling Questions in the next week or so on each of the main sports, and a general sport one, to try and generate interest.

There were also a couple of comments regarding registration problems. All you need to do is go to the NESQL website and click on the Message Board Link. You can post as a Guest (but if you do please put your name on the post so we know who it is) or you can Register, by clicking the link at the top. Fill in your details. At the bottom of the form there is a Security Check (numbers and letters) - type the numbers/letters you can see, EXACTLY AS YOU SEE THEM, in the box immediately underneath. Click the ’I AGREE’ button at the bottom and then click on ‘CREATE ACCOUNT. It shouldn’t take more than a few minutes. You will be sent an authorisation code enable you to log in. 

Photos:-
