3 He played in 634 matches from 1920 to 1951 and is the last man to score over 50,000 runs in first-class cricket, doing so at an average of 56.10. Name this former England captain?

4 Who captained Hampshire to win the Benson & Hedges Cup in 1988 and 1992?

5 An entertaining opening batsman, he played in 43 Tests for India between 1981 and 1992, but was more at home in the one-day game. He top scored with 38 in the 1983 World Cup Final at Lords, and by the time he retired he had scored the most runs and centuries for his country in one-day internationals. Name him?

6 Who hit the first century of the Indian Premier League, and also the highest ever score in Twenty20 cricket, with a knock of 158 for Kolkata Night Riders against Bangalore Royal Challengers last month?

7 Which man recorded the best all-round performance in Glamorgan cricket history when he took match figures 13-106 and scored 130 against Notts in August 1985?

8 He made his Test debut against England in 1948, and played his last Test, also against England, in 1960. He scored 168* in his country’s first ever Test in England in 1950, and his highest Test score of 220 in 1954 also came against England. Name this West Indian?

9 When Thomas Kuszak was sent off in the FA Cup quarterfinal at Old Trafford in March this year, which outfield player took over in goal but could not prevent Sally Muntari from scoring the only goal of the game from the spot?

10 Who is the only man from outside Britain and Ireland to have won the FA Cup as a player and as a manager?

11 Which player made his last appearance for his old club against Manchester United at Old Trafford, moved during this year’s January transfer window, then made his first appearance for his new club, also against Manchester United at Old Trafford?
